From I-4 EAST (Tampa): On I-4 East, pass Kissimmee, Disney, and Lake Buena Vista. Take Exit #72 (SR-528 
East, same as Bee Line Expressway) towards Cape Canaveral. This portion of SR-528 is not tolled. From SR-528, 
take Exit #4 to Consulate Drive . Stay on the right and continue on Consulate Drive. Turn left at the light to South 
Orange Blossom Trail (US-17 North/US-92 East/US-441 North). You are now going north. After about 2.5 miles, 
you see Kinko’s on your left. Turn left at the light after Kinko’s. This is Orlando Central Parkway. The training 
center is on your left one block down the road, across from the Martin Federal Credit Union. 
 
From I-4 WEST (Daytona Beach): On I-4 West, pass Downtown Orlando. Take Exit #80 to South Orange 
Blossom Trail (US-17 South/US-92 West/US-441 South). Travel south about 3 miles. After you pass the 
intersection at Lancaster Street, take the first right to Orlando Central Parkway . The training center is on your left 
one block down the road, across from the Martin Federal Credit Union. 
 
From FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE SOUTH (Gainesville): From Florida’s Turnpike South, take Exit #259 to I-4 
East. From I-4 East, take Exit #78. Turn right on Conroy Road, travel about 2 miles, and turn right on South Rio 
Grande Avenue. Continue south on South Rio Grande Avenue to Lake Ellenor Drive  and to the training center. 
 
From FLORIDA’S TURNPIKE NORTH (Palm Beach): From Florida’s Turnpike North, take Exit #254 (US-17 
North/US-92 East/US-441 North) towards Orlando. Go north on South Orange Blossom Trail. After about 2 miles, 
you see Kinko’s on your left. Turn left at the light after Kinko’s. You are now on Orlando Central Parkway. The 
training center is on your left one block down the road, across from the Martin Federal Credit Union.
